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pyramid. Bill Koerschner was my 
partner this day, and before long 
we found ourselves in the room that 
never ends. It seemed like the pillars 
continued forever, and we struggled 
to find walls—and dry spots. The 

ceiling was about three feet high, 
and we were in water that varied 
from a couple inches to a couple feet 
deep, so most of the time we were 
stooping. I was very glad for a wet-
book for sketching, as I often had to 

sit in the water and prop the book 
up on my knees to be somewhat out 
of the water. We took good care to 
keep the DistoX dry. 

Carol Vesely and Jeff were in an-
other part of the cave and popped 
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
